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Directions:

1. Cut out and mix up the number cards and place them face down in a pile. ‘

2. Player 1 draws one card and decides whether that number will be the numerator or 

denominator for both players. Circle your choice on the recording sheet below. Then both 
players fill in that number on the recording sheet.


3. Next, each player draws on card to fill in the blank on the recording sheet for their fraction. 

4. Compare the fractions. The player with the greater fraction earns 2 points.

5. If the fractions are equivalent, each player earns 1 point.

6. Repeat steps 2-5 but this time it’s Player 2’s turn to draw the first card. The player with the 

most points wins!
